Dr. BBB engaged in an active general medical practice in CCC, New Hampshire until his retirement in 2000.  He frequently cared for the elderly in an office, hospital, and assisted living facility setting and has experience and expertise as a family physician in the diagnosis and treatment of dementia, including of the Alzheimer’s type.  
Dr. BBB earned his bachelor’s degree at Dartmouth College and his medical degree at Jefferson Medical College.  Until his retirement, he was board certified in family practice.  He served as Chief of Staff of CCC Hospital and in 2000 was named New Hampshire Physician of the Year.
Dr. BBB and Warren Doe were neighbors and on occasion would see each other outside by happenstance.  In July 2006, Dr. BBB came upon Mr. Doe outside, sitting on a stone wall.  Mr. Doe was confused and delusional.  Mr. Doe stated that he had to get to Franconia to make a payment on his truck so that it would not be taken away.  After Dr. BBB persuaded Mr. Doe to be driven home, Mr. Doe began to question Dr. BBB as to when “Mother would return,” referring to his deceased wife, Georgia.  Dr. BBB has reviewed medical records for Mr. Doe.

Based upon his consideration of this information in light of his training and experience, Dr. BBB is prepared to testify to the following:

1. Mr. Doe suffered an aggressive dementia, likely of the Alzheimer’s type.  The medical records document recurrent confusion, delusions, and hallucinations.

2. Mr. Doe in all probability did not have the capacity on March 24, 2006 to enter into the real estate transaction at issue in this case.

3. Mr. Doe in all probability lacked capacity to conduct, authorize, or ratify other transactions involving finances or assets.

4. Mr. Doe’s impaired capacity would have made him vulnerable to manipulation and exploitation by others, especially those whom he trusted, such as other family members.
