In support of this Petition, Plaintiff certifies the following facts to establish probable cause of the right to recover, and the amount thereof:


Plaintiff believes there is a reasonable likelihood that he will recover judgment in the amount of at least $2,000,000, plus interest and costs, in this wrongful death action.
On April 21, 2007, at approximately 11:00 a.m., Joseph M. Doe, then age 25, was working as a trash hauler picking up recyclables on the northbound side of Route 108 at 147 Exeter Road near Hersey Lane in Newmarket, New Hampshire.  He had just finished emptying a recycling bin and was facing the hopper of the stopped trash truck.  Defendant, Louie AAA, was operating a 2004 Ford Ranger pickup truck, traveling northbound on Route 108, when his vehicle forcefully struck and pinned Joseph M. Doe between his vehicle and the trash truck causing Joseph M. Doe severe injuries that led to his death.


Plaintiff’s decedent leaves behind two minor sons, ages nine and three years.


Plaintiff has been informed by Defendant’s auto insurance carrier that he has a $300,000 single limit policy, therefore, he has insufficient insurance coverage to compensate the Plaintiff for the serious and permanent injuries caused by his negligence.  

Plaintiff also believes that unless the attachment is allowed, there is a reasonable likelihood that the Defendant, who is 86 years old, has insufficient assets to satisfy a judgment.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff respectfully prays that this Honorable Court:

A.
Issue an Order permitting Plaintiff to make the above-requested attachment; and
B.
Grant such further relief as deemed just and equitable.
